Daily Mass and Private Prayer
Starting Again!

On April 30, Archbishop Listecki initiated the Catholic
Comeback Plan, outlining how parishes in the Archdiocese of
Milwaukee would begin returning to parish operations and
ministry. Following are the most recent updates that Fr. Ken
and Fr. Nick shared in their June 5th weekly Friday video
message.

* Daily public Mass with as many as 50 people is now
permitted up to two days a week at parishes that have
successfully celebrated Sunday Mass. St. Charles resumed
weekend Masses on May 30/31 and will now hold 8:30 am
daily Mass on Tuesdays and Thursdays starting June 16.
As with weekend Masses, we ask that you sign up for daily
Mass via our online ticketing system on the St. Charles website
at www.stcharleshartland.org. It's easy! Just click on the red
ticket on the home page. Those with tickets will be seated first.

* Private prayer is now available in the chapel Monday
through Friday from 9:30 am to 3:30 pm. The appropriate
number of chairs will be placed in the chapel in accordance
with social distancing guidelines. The chapel door will be
left open for air circulation, and as with Mass, individuals are
asked to wear a mask.

* Baptisms, weddings and funerals will now be celebrated with
up to 50 people including ministers (previously only 10 or less
were able to attend).

We are excited to see everyone again and greatly appreciate
the extra steps you need to take to come to Mass to help keep
everyone safel We remain #stcharlesstrong!

Mass-Related Questions

1. When can | attend Weekend Mass?

You are invited to attend our weekend Masses, offered at the
same times as before: Saturdays at 5pm and Sundays at 7am,
9am, 11am, and 6pm.

2. Can | still livestream Mass?
Absolutely! We are livestreaming all of our Masses and will
continue to until the Archbishop's dispensation ends on July 6.

3. Am | able to attend Daily Mass?
Daily Masses will be offered on Tuesdays and Thursdays starting
June 16 and will continue to be livestreamed on our website.

4. Do | need a ticket and how can | get tickets to Mass? Can |
walk in instead?

You can reserve seats for daily and weekend Masses on the
homepage of our website. Click the red Mass Tickets button
to be directed to Brown Paper Tickets, our ticketing system. If
you do not have a computer or internet access, you can have a
family member or friend reserve a ticket for you instead through
that system. Our parish office can also reserve tickets for you if
needed.

We will be seating ticket holders first for Masses. If there are
spots available after seating is complete, we will invite walk-ins
to join us. On weekends, we will also have seating available in
our Borromeo Room and/or Parish Hall for Mass.

5. Are masks required? What if | don’t have a mask?
Yes, masks are required. If you do not have a mask, we will
provide one for you.

6. What should | expect at Mass?

Masses will look a little bit different as we continue to follow
guidelines from the Archdiocese of Milwaukee. To learn more
about what to expect at Mass, please read through our list of
procedures before you purchase a ticket.

7. Is Little Lambs childcare available during Mass?
Childcare is currently not available during our Masses. We will
let you know when it is being offered again.

8. What should | do if my infant/child gets fussy during Mass?
You are able to leave church to calm your infant or child. We ask
that you comfort your child in the hallway and return to your seat
as soon as you are able.

9. May | take Communion home to distribute to friends, family,
etc.? You are unable to take Communion with you at this time.

10. Are priests available after Mass?

Our priests will be on the front porch after Mass has ended. We
do ask that all attendees depart as soon as possible so that we
can sanitize the church prior to the next Mass. Thank you for your
cooperation!

4. Can | come for Eucharistic Adoration?
Eucharistic Adoration is not open to the public at this time. It will
be livestreamed on Fridays at 5:00 pm through June.

5. Am | able to schedule a baptism, wedding, or funeral?
Yes! Please contact our Parish Office at 262-367-0800 if you
would like to schedule a baptism, wedding, or funeral. Please
note, though, that there may be restrictions in terms of how
many people can attend these events. Currently 50 people are
welcome to attend.

6. When will | know about rescheduled dates for events such
as First Communion and Confirmation?

Our ministries are in the process of rescheduling many events
that were cancelled throughout the Spring. We are receiving
guidance from the Archdiocese of Milwaukee and will be in touch
with families in the near future.

7. Is there anything | can do to help St. Charles?

There are a variety of ways you can help us! First and foremost
we ask for your prayers. We are still accepting weekly offerings
via the mail and drop-offs. You can also donate through E-giving
on our website.
