ST. CHARLES SAFETY WITH
COMMUNICATIONS & SOCIAL MEDIA!

The Archdiocese of Milwaukee recently released a Social
Media & Digital Communication Policy for parishes and
schools to implement. One of the guidelines is that a child’s full
name can’t be published. As you may have noticed, we did not
include full names of children on the cover of this bulletin for
that very reason. Moving forward, we will be limiting names of
children to their first name and last initial as a safety measure.

There are many other guidelines that staff and volunteers will
be asked to follow based on this document as they pertain
to Safeguarding protocols. We will provide more information
to you as we continue to work through the policy.
